DECII HOR RTS

Deciji hor RTS zauzima znacajno mesto u muzickom Zivotu, ne samo Beograda i Srbije, ve¢ i van
granica nase zemlje. Pored koncertne aktivnosti, aktivno snima za potrebe Radio-televizije Srbije.
Deciji hor je osnovan je 1947. godine, kao ansambl Radio Beograda. Osnivaci i prvi dirigenti bili su
Ljubomir Koci¢ i Srdan Bari¢. Dolaskom Zlatana Vaude na mesto dirigenta, 1952. godine, hor
dobija definisane umetnic¢ke pravce delovanja, usmerene ka afirmisanju kompozicija decije muzike,
znacajnih horskih ostvarenja i vokalno-instrumentalnih kompozicija domacih i inostranih stvaralaca.
Ovakva programska politika zadrzana je tokom viSe od sedam decenija duge izvodacke prakse, koju



su svojim radom nastavili i obelezili i dirigenti koji su sa ansamblom i kasnije radili, Amalija
Milakovi¢ (1987-1993) i Snezana Despotovié (1994-).

Kroz istoriju sa horom su saradnju ostvarili zna¢ajni domaci i inostrani dirigenti, od kojih se
izdvajaju Borivoje Simi¢, Dusan Skovran, Angel Surev, Mirko Souc, Zivojin Zdravkovi¢, Mladen
Jagust, Oskar Danon, Stanko Jovanovi¢, Vladimir Kranjcevi¢, Bojan Sudi¢, JaSa Horenstajn, Bjerge
Vagner, Vladimir Minjin, Karolos Trikolidis, Stiven Barlou, Andrej Pavli¢, David Porselajn, Zubin
Mehta i Bojan Sudi¢.

Nastupao je na svim znacajnim festivalima u Jugoslaviji i Srbiji, a ostvario je i uspesne turneje po
Evropi.

U Zvu¢nom arhivu Radio Beograda trajno je arhivirano vise stotina snimaka, a mnogi od njih su
objavljeni. Ansambl kontinuirano bastini trajne snimke domace i svetske horske literaure.

Hor je dobitinik domacih i inostranih nagrada 1 specijalnih priznanja za interpretaciju, medu kojima
se izdvajaju ,,Nagrada Vojislav I1i¢* za autenti¢no izvodenje duhovne muzike, gran-pri na
»Medunarodnom takmicenju decijih horova* u Pragu, povelja ,,Konstantin Babi¢* za dugogodiSnje
promovisanje decijeg stvaralastva, povelja ,,Radost Evrope* 1 druge.

Deciji hor RTS danas je moderni ansambl koji svojim interpretacijama prati svetske tendencije u
negovanju repertoara, koji obuhvata najznacajnija dela a cappella domace horske muzike pisane za
decije ansamble, deonice decijeg hora u kapitalnim vokalno-instrumentalnim kompozicijama
razli¢itih epoha, kao i operskim delima. Takode, na repertoaru ovog ansambla su i kompozicije iz
oblasti etno, popularne i filmske muzike.

Sa dirigentkinjom Snezanom Despotovi¢ Deciji hor RTS je aktivno prisutan na koncertnim
podijumima. Takode, ucestvuje u redovnim emisijama RTS-a. Prisutan je u razli¢itim medijima, kao

The RTS Children's Choir

The RTS Children's Choir holds an important place in the music life of Belgrade and
Serbia, as well as internationally. In addition to being an active concert performer, the choir also
participates in the making of musical recordings for the needs of the Radio Television of Serbia.

The Children's Choir was founded in 1947 as an ensemble within Radio Belgrade. Its
founders and first conductors were Ljubomir Koci¢ and Srdan Bari¢. With Zlatan Vauda becoming
its conductor in 1952, the choir was presented with defined artistic directions aimed towards the
affirmation of compositions of children's music, significant choral works as well as vocal-
instrumental compositions by domestic and foreign artists. This repertoire policy has been
maintained for more than seven decades worth of performance history, and has to this day also been
marked by its more recent conductors, such as Amalija Milakovi¢ (1987-1993) and SneZana
Despotovi¢ (born in1994).

Throughout history, significant domestic and foreign conductors have collaborated with the
choir. Some of them are Borivoje Simi¢, Dusan Skovran, Angel Surev, Mirko Souc, Zivojin
Zdravkovi¢, Mladen Jagust, Oskar Danon, Stanko Jovanovi¢, Vladimir Kranjcevi¢, Jascha
Horenstein, Barge Wagner, Vladimir Minin, Karolos Trikolidis, Stephen Barlow, Andrej Pavli¢,
David Porcelijn, Zubin Mehta and Bojan Sudjic.

The Choir has performed at all notable festivals in Yugoslavia and Serbia, and has also
toured successfully though Europe.



Hundreds of recordings of the choir have been archived in the Sound Archive of Radio
Belgrade, and many of them have been published. The ensemble continues to preserve recordings of
domestic and international choral literature.

The Choir has received numerous domestic and foreign awards, as well as special awards for
interpretation, including the JVojislav 1li¢ Award, for the authentic performance of sacred music; the
Grand Prix Award at the International Competition of Children's Choirs in Prague; the Konstantin
Babié¢ Award for its long-term promotion of children’s creativity; the Joy of Europe Award and
others.

Nowadays, the RTS Children's Choir is a modern ensemble. It follows global tendencies
through its interpretations and by nurturing its repertoire which includes the most significant works
of acappella domestic choral music written for children's ensembles, and parts of the score in major
vocal-instrumental works of different eras and opera works, that contain a children’s choir. The
repertoire of this ensemble includes compositions of ethno, popular and film music.

Along with conductor Snezana Despotovi¢, the RTS Children's Choir is an active concert
performer. It also participates in RTS TV shows and is present at important social events,
positioning itself as a major children's performing ensemble at the highest artistic level.
