HOR RTS

Hor Radio-televizije Srbije osnovan je 1939. godine u okviru Radio Beograda. Prvi Sef-
dirigent, Milan BajSanski, usmerio je programsku strategiju u pravcu afirmisanja domace muzicke
bastine, kao i znacajnih ostvarenja svetske horske literature i vokalno-instrumentalnih dela. Ona je
zadrzana sve do danasnjih dana, definiSu¢i umetnicku biografiju ovog ansambla dugu osam
decenija. Rad Hora posebno su obelezili Sefovi-dirigenti Borivoje Simi¢, Mladen Jagust, Vladimir
Kranjéevi¢ i Bojan Sudic.

Kroz istoriju Hor je nastupao sa mnogim istaknutim dirigentima 1 solistima. Ucestvovao je
na svim znac¢ajnim muzickim festivalima u Jugoslaviji i Srbiji, a ostvario je 1 uspesne turneje po
Poljskoj, Cehoslovagkoj, Madarskoj, Rumuniji, Bugarskoj, Turskoj, Engleskoj, Francuskoj,
Nemackoj, Austriji, Svajcarskoj, Spaniji, Italiji, Grékoj i Rusiji. Hor kontinuirano deluje i u domenu
arhiviranja trajnih zvuc¢nih zapisa, koji se ¢uvaju u Zvuénom arhivu Radio Beograda. Medu njima
se posebno izdavaja muzika domacih stvaralaca, ¢ime ovaj ansambl aktivno deluje u pravcu
ocuvanja i afirmacije nacionalne kulturne bastine.

Hor RTS dobitnik je mnogih priznanja, medu kojima su ,,Oktobarska nagrada grada
Beograda® (1982), ,,Zlatni beocug™ (1989) za unapredenje kulture i umetnosti grada Beograda,



»Zlatni beocug® (2007) za trajni doprinos kulturi glavnog grada, ,,Muzika Klasika* za koncert
godine (2014) 1 ,,Sretenjski orden treceg stepena®, za postignute rezultate u kulturnim delatnostima
u 80 godina rada (2019).

To je jedini profesionalni ansambl ovakvog tipa u Srbiji. Njegov repertoar danas obuhvata
najznacajnija dela horske literature, kompleksne partiture vokalno- instrumentalne i operske muzike,
a neguje i muziku popularnih Zanrova. Ovaj ansambl aktivno izvodi i dela savremenih inostranih 1
domacih autora, naj¢esce ih premijerno interpretirajuci, a mnoga od njih su mu upravo i posveéena.
Repertoar se i dalje prosiruje u vidu saradnje sa drugim ansamblima Muzicke produkcije RTS,
obogacujuci ve¢ bogatu zbirku Zvuc¢nog arhiva novim, interpretativno osavremenjinim, snimcima.
Siroki dijapazon umetnickih stremljenja pozicionirao je Hor RTS kao renomirani horski ansambl,
prepoznatljivog zvuka i izvodackog ugleda, koji je aktivno prisutan u srpskom muzi¢kom zivotu.

THE RTS CHOIR

The Radio Television of Serbia Choir was founded in 1939. within Radio Belgrade. Its
first chief conductor, Milan Bajsanski, built a strategy towards the affirmation of domestic musical
heritage, as well as globally significant choral literature and vocal-instrumental works. This strategy
has been retained to this day, and defines the eight-decade long artistic biography of this ensemble.
The work of the Choir has especially been marked by chief conductors Borivoje Simi¢, Mladen
Jagust, Vladimir Kranj¢evi¢ and Bojan Sudic.

Throughout history, the Choir has performed with numerous prominent conductors and solo
artists. It has participated in all significant ex-Yugoslav and Serbian festivals, and has additionally
successfully toured in Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Romania, Bulgaria, Turkey, England,
France, Germany, Austria, Switzerland, Spain, Italy, Greece and Russia. The Choir is also active in
the process of archiving permanent sound recordings, which are being kept in the Sound Archive of
Radio Belgrade. In the archive, recordings of the music of domestic artists stands out, as it depicts
the ensemble’s active effort towards the preservation and affirmation of national cultural heritage.

The RTS Choir has won various awards including the ,,October Award of the city of
Belgrade® (1982), the Special Golden Ring award (1989) (Specijalni zlatni beocug) for the
promotion of culture and the arts of the city of Belgrade, the Special Golden Ring award (2007)
(Specijalni zlatni beocug) for its lasting contribution to the culture of the capital, the ,,Muzika
klasika‘* award for the concert of the year (2014), and the Sretenje Order of the Third Degree (2019)
for the results achieved in cultural activities during its past 80 years of work.

It is the only professional ensemble of this type in Serbia. Today, its repertoire includes the
most significant choral pieces, complex vocal-instrumental and opera pieces, and it nurtures the
music of popular genres. The ensemble actively performs contemporary domestic and foreign
pieces of music, some of them premiering works dedicated to the Choir itself. It persists with
expanding its repertoire, through collaborations with the other ensembles of the RTS Music
Production, enhancing the already abuntant collection of the Sound Archive with new,
interpretationally modernised recordings. The wide range of artistic aspirations positions the RTS
Choir as a renowned ensemble, with a recognizable sound and performing reputation, and as an
active participant of the Serbian music scene.
