SIMFONIJSKI ORKESTAR RTS

Simfonijski orkestar RTS jedan je od najreprezentativnijih orkestarskih ansambala u Srbiji.
Osnovan 1937. godine, u okviru Radio Beograda, od samih pocetaka imao je profilisane
umetnicke pravce delovanja, usmerene ka afirmisanju i negovanju nacionalne muzicke bastine,
ali i kapitalnih dela svetske literature.

Ovakva programska politika, koju je utemeljio prvi dirigent, Mihaijlo Vukdragovi¢, zadrzana
je 1tokom vise od osam decenija duge izvodacke prakse, koju su svojim radom obelezili Sefovi-
dirigenti Mladen Jagust, Vando Cavdarski i Bojan Sudié.

Kroz istoriju, saradnju sa orkestrom su ostvarili najznacajniji domaci 1 inostrani umetnici,
solisti 1 dirigenti. Nastupao je na svim znacajnim festivalima u Jugoslaviji i Srbiji, a ostvario
je 1 uspesne turneje po Evropi, Africi i Aziji. U Zvuénom arhivu Radio Beograda trajno je
arhivirano visSe stotina snimaka, od kojih su mnogi objavljeni na nekoliko desetina nosaca
zvuka.

Simfonijski orkestar je dobitnik brojnih znacajnih nagrada i priznanja, medu kojima se
izdvajaju nagrada Udruzenja opersko-simfonijskih muzi¢ara Srbije za visoki kvalitet
muziciranja, Nagrada za najperspektivniji orkestar (1971), ,,Siringa® (1982), nagrada na
Festivalu svetskih simfonijskih orkestara u Parizu (1986) 1 Specijalni zlatni beocug (1987)
povodom 50 godina postojanja.

Za velike uspehe u kulturnoj 1 umetnickoj misiji, a obelezavajuc¢i 70-godis$njicu od osnivanja,
Simfonijski orkestar RTS je 2008. godine dobio i1 priznanje ,JIzvanredni zlatni beocug®.
Dobitnik je i godiSnje nagrade revije ,,Muzika Klasika* za najbolji orkestarski ansambl za
2013. godinu, a 2019. godine, odlikovan je i Sretenjskim ordenom tre¢eg stepena, za trajan
doprinos kulturi.

Simfonijski orkestar RTS danas deluje u okviru Muzicke produkcije RTS 1 prati svetske
tendencije u interpretaciji muzike. Njegov repertoar obuhvata znaajna simfonijska,
koncertantna i vokalno-instrumentalna dela domace i inostrane literature. U svojoj istoriji
premijerno je izveo mnoga dela istaknutih savremenih domacih stvaralaca razli¢itih generacija,
od kojih su mu neka i posve¢ena. Na programu se nalazi i operska i operetska literatura, kao i
muzika popularnih zanrova. Aktivno je prisutan na koncertnim podijumima, u medijima i u
okviru zna€ajnih drustvenih dogadaja, pozicionirajué¢i se kao prestizni izvodacki aparat
spreman za najvise umetnicke domete.

RTS SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Radio Television of Serbia Symphony Orchestra is one of the most prominent
orchestral ensembles of Serbia. Founded in 1937 as a part of “Radio Belgrade”, the Symphony
Orchestra has always had profiled artistic directions, oriented towards the affirmation and
preservation of national music heritage, as well as capital works of world literature.

This programme policy, established by the first conductor, Mihailo Vukdragovi¢, has been
retained for more than 8 decades that have been marked by the work of chief conductors:
Mladen Jagust, Vango Cavdarski, and Bojan Sudi¢.

Throughout history, the most renowned domestic and foreign artists, solo artists and conductors
have collaborated with the orchestra, which has performed at all major festivals in Yugoslavia
and Serbia, and has also toured successfully across Europe, Africa and Asia. In the “Radio
Belgrade Sound Archive”, hundreds of recordings have been permanently archived, many of
them published on several sound carriers.

The Symphony Orchestra has won numerous relevant awards and recognitions, including the
award of the “Association of Opera and Symphony Musicians of Serbia” for high quality music
and as the most promising orchestra (1971), “Siringa” (1982), the award at the “Festival of
World Symphony Orchestras” in Paris (1986), and the “Special Golden Ring award” (1987)
(“Specijalni zlatni beocug”), on the occasion of the orchestra’s 50" anniversary.

In 2008, marking the 70th anniversary, the RTS Symphony Orchestra, received the “Golden
Ring of Excellence” award, for great achievements in the cultural and artistic mission. The
orchestra has also won the annual award of the radio programme “Classical Music” (“Muzika
klasika™), for the best orchestral ensemble in 2013. In 2019, it was awarded the “Sretenje Order
of the Third Degree”, for its lasting contribution to the culture.

Today, the RTS Symphony Orchestra operates within the RTS Music Production as a modern
ensemble, keeping pace with global tendencies in the interpretation of music. Its repertoire
includes significant symphonic, concert and vocal-instrumental pieces of domestic and foreign
literature. In its history, the Symphony Orchestra has premiered many works of distinguished
Serbian contemporary artists of various generations, and some of these works are dedicated to
the orchestra. Its repertoire also includes opera and operetta literature, as well as the music of
popular genres. It is actively present in concert halls, in the media and at important social
events, positioning itself as a prestigious performer, always striving towards the highest artistic
achievements.
